Rules 

The event will be held using the 2011 IWWF World Waterski Rules  

 

Location of the site & Arrival 
 

The town of Meuzac is located 4 hours from Paris – 2.5 hours from Toulouse and from 

Bordeaux. 
 

By plane : use the Limoges Bellegarde airport situated 50 km from the site. 
 

By train : Limoges Bénédictin station is located 35 km from the site. 
 

By car : Meuzac is situated 4 km from the  A20 motorway  Paris –Toulouse. Exit n°42  
 

WARNING : Airplanes arriving from Paris to Limoges are too small to accept 3 

disciplins bags. Please check with your travel agents before bookings.   

 

Parking  

You can get on the competition site with your car. Parking will be indicated. Please follow 

the directives. It is prohibited to camp on-site. A camping is located 5 min from the 

lake.  

 

Storing tent  

The organisation provided a storing tent for the teams. You are free to use it at your 

own risks. The organisation will not be held responsible for damage or theft of 

equipments.

Transportation  

Transportation between Team accommodation and site will be offered to the teams and 

to 1 or 2 team officials (according to the LAO)  :  
One departure to the lake in the morning and one return to the hotels at the end of the 

competition each day.  

Transport for teams from Limoges airport or train station to the official hotels can be 

organized on request at cost price   

For any urgent problem, 3 buses (8 places) will be available at the site : We will try to 

help you as much as we can.  

 

Visa Requirements

Food & Accommodation  
 

Food and Refreshments 

Food and refreshments will be available during the championship directly at the lake 
 

There is a restaurant located at the lake. They propose a large choice of menus 

according to your budget.  

Starting from Monday 29th a catering tent will be open from 11h30 to 14h30.  

The price of a complete meal (same as offered to the teams during the competition 

days) : 13 euros.  
 

A tent located on the other side of the lake and opened all day during the 

competition will be proposing :  

Hot & cold refreshments - breakfast sweets - hot dogs – toasted ham & cheese 
sandwiches.   
 

 

Final Night Party :  

The closing regional banquet will take place at Meuzac’s Downtown on Sunday 4th.  

Families – Friends, .... You can register for this event at the secretary until Friday 
september 3rd.  

The price of the Final Night Party will be 25 Euros.  
Medal presentations will be held at the site.  

 

Registration  

Registration will be done on the competition site at the secretary club.  

Please bring with you all the necessary documents as well as registration fees.  

 
The entry fee is 220 € per skier (for 1, 2 or 3 events). The price includes for the 

skiers and 1 team Captain (for teams of 4 or less - One more team staff if the team is 

more than 4 ) : Competition Days lunch meal tickets (on competition site) & the ticket 

for the final banquet.  

The entry fee has to be paid in Euro by cash upon arrival. 
 

Payment 

Most credit cards are well accepted in France : Visa, Mastercard, etc.

A practice time was determinate. Each skier that has been registered by his federation 

gets 15 min. Teams can make reservations toward this email : rima.cambray@free.fr  
No complains will be receivable at the lake.   

Training has to be paid beforehand by bank transfer.  
 

Doping Control 

In accordance with the IWWF anti-Doping Rules, drugs controls will be conducted 

during the competition. In entering this competition, all athletes agree to be subject to 
doping control.

A doctor’s tent will be on-site to give First Aid in case of accidents.  The official doctor 

is Jean ECHINARD. 

 

Liability  

The organizer Committee and IWWF will not be liable for any loss, damage to equipment 

or personal property or injuries to athletes, officials, judges, official volunteers and 
other persons attending official or unofficial programmers during the event.  

Athletes are required to purchase and show proof of personal accident insurance prior 

to entry. This insurance policy must provide coverage internationally.
